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Once the connector of the connection cable has
been disconnected, you can remove the mount-

ing bracket including the motor from the sheet steel
housing. To do this, loosen the four screws (X) at
the corners of the mounting bracket and pull out the
mounting bracket with motor.

The motor is fastened with four screws. Loosen the
screws and attach the new motor to the mounting
bracket. If the motor was supplied without a square
adapter, remove the square adapter from the shaft
of the defective motor. To do this, press out the lock-
ing pin and pull the adapter off the shaft. Now place
the adapter on the shaft of the new motor and push
in the locking pin. Put the mounting bracket including
motor back into the sheet steel housing and screw
tight.

For the compact version, simply pull the BG servo-
motor with the defective motor off the threaded rods
and attach the new motor including housing.

5: Pull out the mounting bracket
in both cases, the terminating resistor must be
plugged from the defective motor onto the new mo-
tor.

Before reconnecting the motor box to the EAS/EOS
and the damper, please note the following points:

Procedure for K1 (EAS and EOS)

e Open the combustion air flap K1 using the operating aid.

e Connect now the new motor to the EAS/EOS. Do not connect it to the combustion air flap!

e Switch on EAS/EOS and wait until it has completely started.

e Switch the EAS/EOS off again. The motor now moves into position using battery power.

e When the engine has completely started up, connect motor K1 and combustion air flap K1..
Procedure for K2 (second motor for secondary air):

e Close the combustion air flap K2 using the operating aid.

e Connect K2 to the EOR and turn on the EOR. Do not connect to the combustion air flap yet!

e K2 is closing. If the engine is completely closed, connect motor K2 and combustion air flap K2.
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
